A Letter From The Director

Come to the Cabaret!

We welcome you tonight to a hot little nightelub, in a city called
Berlin, in a county called Germany, at the dawn of the 1930s.
Although still rebuilding from the last great war, and looking
forward towards an uncertain future, the city has become a
place for artists, thinkers, scientists, and writers. Many have
been drawn to the openness, freedom, and acceptance, and
well as the (as some would say) decadence and moral decay
that it has become known for.

Of course, we know what the characters in our play do not. That they are about to
slowly feel a turn in the public conscience. That they will witness the beginning of the
violence and the acceptance of Nazism as a mainstream political alternative. They
don’t know that they are on a path that will eventually lead to the extermination of
millions of German Jews and “others” that do not belong in the true and pure Germany.

These things did not happen all at once, People respond in many ways, just as our
characters do. And as much as we might like fo think of this as a piece of history,
buried nearly nine decades in the past, the forces and tactics of that time have been
reflected over and over again throughout history, perhaps even in the present day.
Perhaps the greatest tragedy of the war and the Holocaust is that it was not inevitable,
but then maybe we can find some solace in learning from the past and choosing not
to repeat it.

Lam so grateful to have spent the last few months working with such an amazing cast
and crew to bring this story to you. Without exception, they have sacrificed of their
time, shared their immense talent, and gone the extra mile on many occasions to make
what we hope will be an entertaining and meaningful evening. Most especially, | must
thank Dan Galliher and Greg Marsh for being such talented and creative partners,
without which this production would not have been possible,
