The Schenectady Light Opera Co. has this year taken another
forward step to bring to Schenectady music lovers the best in light
opera. By giving our production at the Erie Theater, we hope to
allow an enlarged audience greater enjoyment with the added con-
venience of reserved seats.

The scope of our operations has increased to such an extent that
we find it mandatory to stage our performances amidst professional
surroundings in order to give our audiences maximum viewing pleas-
ure and our cast the proper facilities and equipment. As a result of
this, expenses have substantially increased. These can easily be met
from increased subscriptions if each of you will tell your friends if you
have enjoyed our shows.

Since this is our initial experience at a downtown location, we
have had to face new problems. This, of course, is expected; but, by
far, our greatest difficulties stem from the fact that we are not yet able
to carry out the careful preparation of a production under one roof.

While
some educational workshops have been in operation at the old Craig
school and scenery construction and painting is done there, we still
must conduct rehearsals and the many auxiliary activities necessary
to a good show in public buildings and without equipment to facilitate
the work. The backing of Schenectady music lovers is still necessary
to help us in our continued efforts toward adequate headquarters and
facilities. We solicit vour help both in contributions of furniture and
equipment, and in funds through Century Club, contributing, and sus-
taining memberships.

We are grateful to the Schenectady public schools and the Sche-
nectady Museum for the use of their buildings for rehearsals. We also
are grateful to the Schenectady Lions Club for their sponsorship.

No effort has been spared to make the “Mikado” an outstand-
ing performance. If it pleases you, you can best show your apprec-
iation by continuing your interest in the Company and your support
of its activities.

The son of the Mikado, while traveling about Japan disguised as a wandering
minstrel, Nanki-Poo, to escape marriage with the unattractive Katisha, falls in love with
the beautiful Yum-Yum who is engaged to Ko-Ko, her guardian. Ko-Ko, however, has
been condemned to death for flirting and when Act I opens Nanki-Poo is hastening to
the court of Ko-Ko to see if Yum Yum is now frece to marry him.

From Pooh-Bah and Pish-Tush, Nanki-Poo learns that Ko-Ko has in effect been
reprieved by having been made Lord High Executioner and is going to marry Yum-
Yum that very afternoon. Suddenly, a letter comes from the Mikado noting that there
has been a shortage of executions in Titipu and ordering Ko-Ko to exccute somebody
within the next month or lose his position as Lord High Executioner. Nanki-Poo plans
suicide because he cannot have Yum-Yum, and Ko-Ko sees a chance to obey the
Mikado’s order by turning the suicide into an execution, to which Nanki-Poo assents
on condition that he be married to Yum-Yum for one month. Katisha suddenly
appears, penetrates Nanki-Poo’s disguise, makes an attempt to stop the wedding, but
is shouted down by the populace.

With the opening of Act IT a few moments of bliss are interrupted by Ko-Ko who
has just learned that the law requires Nanki-Poo’s widow to be buried alive when he is
exccuted. To save Yum-Yum from this fate, Nanki-Poo decides to kill himself at once.
Ko-Ko, in desperation, hits on the ingenious scheme of faking an affidavit of execution
by bribing Pooh-Bah. The Mikado arrives and with him, Katisha. Ko-Ko gives His
Majesty the fake certificate of execution, but Katisha reveals to the Mikado Nanki-Poo's
real identity. The Mikado orders that Ko-Ko and all involved be boiled in oil. Ko-Ko
flees to Nanki-Po for help. Since Nanki-Poo has married Yum-Yum, Katisha insists on
their execution. Ko-Ko solves the problem by offering his hand to Katisha; and, after
he sings her the touching balad of “Willow-tit-Willow,” she accepts him. The end of
the opera comes with Nanki-Poo’s revealing himself as the son of the Mikado.
