Welcome to the whimsical journeys of Huckleberry Finn. For over a
century, this book has delighted young and old alike as it chronicles the
adventures of a young boy along the western frontier, the Mississippi
River. Considering it from the author's perspective, the book can be
assumed to be somewhat biographical. Samuel Clemens (a.k.a. Mark
Twain) grew up along the Mississippi and probably witnessed activities
and characters he later immortalized. He was a first-hand witness to
the injustices and persecution of slavery. The book and show portray
slavery and the double standard it requires, from the perspective of a
young boy. Huck, educated in the norms of the 1840s, knows the place
and value of a slave—until his friendship with Jim teaches him that
color aside, we are all the same.

Clemens notes in the preface to the book that this is just a story:
"Persons attempting to find a motive, ... moral, or ...[meaningful] plot will
be shot.” I can't help but wonder—If Twain were alive today, he would
probably be like a Leno or a Letterman, appearing nightly on television
and exposing the ills of society and politics, using laughter to sweeten
the medicine. Yes, as you contemplate the contents of a Top Ten List,
sit back and get ready to join these SLOC players on their ride down
the Big River. Enjoy all the songs, delight in the antics, and love the
characters—but more importantly, please take home "the message."
